Young children with developed rhythm skills 
perform better academically in early school 
years. Music students are better equipped to 
comprehend mathematical and scientific 
concepts. A ten-year study tracking more 
than 25,000 students shows that music-
making improves test scores. 
 
In study after study, scientists are finding 
correlations between music-making and some 
of the deepest workings of the human brain. 
Research has linked active music-making with 
better language and math ability, improved 
school grades, better adjusted social behavior 
and improvements in spatial-temporal 
reasoning, which is the foundation of 
engineering and science.
